	necessary: Nevada Division of Environmental Protection (NDEP), Department of Conversation and Natural Resources. NDEP is responsible for the implementation, oversight, and enforcement of state and delegated federal environmental regulations and programs. 
	involved: NRS 459.860 - 459.892 creates the Fund for Brownfield Projects (Fund) in the State Treasury and delegates NDEP as fund manager. Regulations to administer the Fund have been codified under NAC 459.9991 - 459.99939. NDEP proposes revision to specific regulations to make them consistent with terms and conditions entered by the state with USEPA regarding the use of these federally-granted funds. The proposed revisions: 1) add definition of new terms introduced by proposed revision; 2) identify goal of the Fund; 3) expand existing money match to include in-kind services and provide disadvantaged recipients relief from match; 4) increase the percentage of the Fund available for subgrant to eligible entities; and 5) expand eligible uses of the Fund, which is currently limited to cleanup, to include planning, community involvement, site assessment, and other tasks necessary for successful brownfield property redevelopment.

The goal of the Fund is to spur revitalization and redevelopment of brownfield properties for the purpose of mitigating hazardous materials potentially detrimental to public health and removing blight.
	1 Both adverse and beneficial effects: No adverse effects. Beneficial effects include community redevelopment and revitalization, as well as reduction of potential sources of environmental contamination. 
	2 Both immediate and longterm effects: Immediate and long-term effects are the same in terms of removing blight and redeveloping unused or under used properties in a community. 
	b Estimated economic effect on the public: The proposed amendments will have a positive economic effect on the public through the enhancement of community appearance, redevelopment of vacant and dilapidated properties, and an increase in jobs through new business development. 
	1 Both adverse and beneficial effects_2: No adverse economic effect on the public. Beneficial economic effects include enhancement of community appearance, redevelopment of vacant and dilapidated properties, and an increase in jobs through new business development.
