The Nevada Division of Environmental Protection (NDEP) is a division of the Nevada
Department of Conservation and Natural Resources of the State of Nevada. The NDEP is an
environmental regulatory agency.

3. Exact and specific nature of changes sought, including delineation of the regulations,
statutory provisions of Commission decisions involved. May include a statement of the
written term or substance of the proposed regulatory action, or a description of the subjects
and issues involved:

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finalized and promulgated the following
rules: Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR — January 15, 2021), Lead and Copper Rule
Improvements (LCRI - October 30, 2024), and Consumer Confidence Report Rule Revisions (CCR
— May 15, 2024). The NDEP is requesting the adoption by reference of the LCRR, LCRI as defined
in 40 CFR 8141.80 to 141.93; and the CCR as defined in 40 CFR § 141.151 to 141.156. Statutory
authority to adopt these amendments is contained in NRS 445A.855, 445A.860 and 445A.863.
Proposed regulation changes are to the following Nevada Administrative Code: NAC 445A.450
Definitions, NAC 445A.4525, Adoption by reference of certain provisions of federal regulations,
NAC 445A.4845 Consumer confidence reports, and NAC 445A.485 Notification requirements.
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4. A statement of the need for and purpose of the proposed regulations:

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) finalized and promulgated the following
rules: Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR — January 15, 2021), Lead and Copper Rule
Improvements (LCRI - October 30, 2024), and Consumer Confidence Report Rule Revisions (CCR —
May 15, 2024).The NDEP does not currently have Safe Drinking Water Act’s primacy over LCRR,
LCRI or CCR. NDEP is proposing to adopt federal rules into regulations to request and obtain primacy
over these rules. Adopting these rules into regulations and updating primacy would allow NDEP to
implement, manage, and enforce the federal rule requirements as promulgated. NDEP is not
proposing changes to the adopted rules. If these rules are adopted and primacy is obtained, public
water systems will continue to work directly with the NDEP rather than the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency.
